Official Board Minutes
Tuesday, May 8, 2007
On the above written date, the President of the Board, Mr. Robert Morehead, called the regular meeting of the Dollarway School District Board of Education to order at 7:00 p.m.  Other members present were Mrs. Cathy Hunt-Vice-President; Mrs. Gene Stewart-Secretary; Mr. Martin Golden and Mr. George Stepps.  Also present was Mr. Thomas Gathen, Superintendent and Ex-Officio Financial Secretary.  Mr. Marvin Walker was absent.

A quorum was established.

The President called for approval of the proposed agenda.  Mr. Blanks moved, seconded by Mr. Martin, that the agenda be approved.  Motion passed 6-0.

The President requested consideration for approval of minutes from previous meeting(s).  He referred a question to the Superintendent as to whether the minutes included the May 10, 2007 meeting in Altheimer.  The Superintendent indicated that they did not.  The President recommended that approval of the minutes be tabled until those could be made a part of the record.  The Board agreed by consensus.

Mrs. Pamela Winkler, District Treasurer and Bookkeeper, provided the financial report for the month ending April 30, 2007.  The balance shown on statement was provided as being $7,057,112.14.  An investment account was $1,017,634.12.  The building fund was provided as being $509,433.00; Federal fund as $1,015,132.00; capital outlay as $1,088.00; Activity Fund as $61,635.00; and the Cafeteria Fund as $61,968.00; bringing the total of all funds to $8,038,700.00.  Mr. Stewart asked several questions related to the finance report.  Mrs. Winkler and the Superintendent responded to his questions.  Mrs. Hunt moved, seconded by Mr. Blanks, that the report be approved.  Motion passed 6-0.
The Superintendent shared with the Board that graduation exercises were scheduled for 7:00 p.m. in the H.O. Clemmons Arena of the HYPER Building on the University of Arkansas at Pine Bluff.

The Superintendent shared with the Board that the last day of school for students would be Friday, June 1.  The original last day was Thursday, May 31.  However, make-up for a flu dismissal day called for the June 1, 2007 attendance day.

The Superintendent indicated the summer school, summer enrichment programs and CPEP were scheduled for this summer.  Summer school and enrichment programs at the high school would run from June 11 through July 18, 2007.  The summer enrichment program at elementary schools and middle school is slated for June 18 through July 18, 2007.

When the agenda Item IX, calling for the Resolution/Petition to the Quorum Court relevant to the March 13, 2007 special election, which requested that taxes not be levied or collected, the Board elected to table action on this measure pending contact and response from legal sources.

The Superintendent requested that the Board approve the Extra Duty Payments as presented.  Mrs. Hunt moved, seconded by Mr. Stepps, that the request be approved.  Motion passed 6-0.

The floor was opened to the Dollarway Education Association.

The floor was opened to the Personnel Policy Committee.

The floor was opened to the Classified Personnel Policy Committee.

The Board went into Executive Session.

Upon return from Executive Session, the President called for recommendations.  The Superintendent requested that the Board accept the resignations of Ms. Lillian Hunter as a custodian, Mrs. Aquilla Roberts as an elementary librarian and Mrs. Janet Pugh as an elementary teacher.  Mr. Blanks moved, seconded by Mrs. Hunt, that the request be approved.  Motion passed 6-0.

The Superintendent requested that the Board approve the re-hire of the slate of classified employees as presented.  Mr. Blanks moved, seconded by Mr. Martin, that the request be approved.  Motion passed 6-0.

There being no other business, the meeting was adjourned.
