Official Board Minutes

Tuesday, December 13, 2005

On the above written date, the President of the Board, Mr. George Stepps, called the regular meeting of the Dollarway School District Board of Education to order at 7:00 p.m.  Other members present were Mr. Robert Morehead     - Vice President; Mr. Gene Stewart and Mr. Joe Blanks, Jr.  Mrs. Cathy Hunt – Secretary of the Board, was absent.

A quorum was established.

The President called for approval of the proposed agenda.  Mr. Morehead moved, seconded by Mr. Stewart, that the agenda be approved.  Motion passed 4 – 0.

The President called for approval of the minutes of previous meeting(s).  Mr. Stewart moved, seconded by Mr. Blanks, that the minutes be approved.  Motion passed 4 – 0.

Mrs. Pamela Winkler, District Treasurer and Bookkeeper, presented the District’s financial report for the month ending November 30, 2005.  The balance shown in ledger was provided as being $5,345.142.33.  The total available was $6,363,883.00.  The amount available for operating was $2,534,647.00; Building Fund, $2,093,756.00; Federal programs, $802,911.00; Activity Fund, $129,033.00; Cafeteria Fund, $33,170.00; bringing the total of all funds to $5,337,009.00.  Mr. Stewart moved, seconded by Mr. Morehead, that the financial report be approved.  Motion passed 4 – 0.
The Board went into Executive Session.

Upon returning from Executive Session, the President called for recommendations from the Executive Session.  The Superintendent recommended that the Board accept the resignations of Mrs. Carmen Williams, Special Ed. Aide; Mr. Anthony Hadley, Instructional Aide and Mr. Otis Goodloe, Administrative Assistant.  Mr. Morehead moved, seconded by Mr. Blanks, that the recommendation be approved.  Motion passed 4 – 0. 

The Superintendent requested that the Board approve the hiring of Mr. Darrell Williams, In-School Suspension Coordinator at Dollarway Middle School; Dawn Deshazeir, Instructional Aide at Dollarway Middle School; Anna Lambert, Special Education Aide at DMS; Shawn Mitchell Special Education Aide at Dollarway High School; Mattie Johnson, Special Ed. Aide at Townsend Park South, and Janet James, Health Aide at Jenkins.  Mr. Morehead moved, seconded by Mr. Stewart, that the request be approved.  Motion passed 4 – 0. 

The Superintendent recommended that the Board approve the hiring of Melissa Darlene Joslin as a secondary math teacher.  Mr. Stewart moved, seconded by Mr. Morehead, that the recommendation be approved.  Motion passed 4 – 0.

The Superintendent requested that the Board approve the hiring of Mrs. Kimberly Foster as Administrative assistant, with a 90 day probation period.  Mr. Morehead moved, seconded by Mr. Stewart, that the request be approved.  Motion passed 4 – 0.

The Superintendent requested that the Board approve the extra duty payments included in the packets.  Mr. Stewart moved, seconded by Mr. Blanks, that the request be approved.  Motion passed 4 – 0.

The Superintendent requested the Board approve the calendar adjustment, voted on and approved by a majority of the certified staff.  The adjustment, he explained, would change the dates of January 2nd and 3rd, 2006, to staff development days and the June 5th and 6th, 2006, to student interaction days.  Mr. Morehead moved, seconded by Mr. Stewart, that the motion be approved.  Motion passed 4 – 0.

The floor was opened to the DEA.

The floor was opened to the PPC.

The floor was opened to public comment.

There being no other business, the meeting was adjourned.
